Gen. 12:4—9
Abram obeyed God, not knowing exactly where he was going
Heb. 11:8




Canaan is a large area, and it was all occupied by other people   v. 6




Abram had wealth and “persons” acquired in Haran.




First stop:
Shechem at the oak of Moreh (teaching)






God appeared and identified the specific land Abram would be given.






Abram built altar #1.







altar #4196  miz be ach,  comes from 







       #2076 za bach:  to slaughter an animal, sacrifice




Next stop:
between Bethel (house of God) and Ai (the ruin)






built altar #2 and called upon the name of the LORD




Next stop:
toward the Negev (desert)
Gen. 12:10—20
Going to Egypt because of a famine




Feared Sarai would be desired by the Egyptians and that they would kill him




Conspired to present Sarai as his sister (a half truth and a whole lie)



And “sho nuff” Pharaoh took Sarai into his house and enriched Abram




The LORD struck Pharaoh and his house with great plagues    v. 17




Pharaoh banished Abram and all that was his from Egypt





(remember who wrote Genesis!)

Gen. 13:1—4
Next stop:
Through the Negev to Bethel/Ai where he had built altar #2






Called on the name of the LORD

Gen. 13:5—8
Prosperity brings problems:





Strife between the herdsmen of Abram and Lot





Canaanites and Perizzites dwelling in the land (descendants of Ham)
Gen. 13:9—13
A solution with seeds of new problems.




Lot given a choice:
There was hill country—rugged, rocky







 and valley land—lush, green, well watered, but . . .







Sodom and Gomorrah







garden of the LORD = Eden







land of Egypt (Nile Valley)  Zoan is in Egypt







Zoar is in the Jordan Valley  Gen. 14:8; 19:18—30 




Abram’s offer tells us something about his character.




Lot’s choice tells us something about his character.




Leon’s rule #1 for staying out of trouble:  Don’t be where you shouldn’t be!

Gen. 13:14—18
The LORD speaks to Abram again:





I will give you and your descendants all the land you see (in every direction) 





I will make your descendants like dust that cannot be numbered




Abram’s descendants did not include Lot.




Walk the land.




Next stop:
Hebron, the oaks of Mamre (an Amorite man, 14:13)

Zoar is in the Jordan Valley

The beginnings of war:


The five kings served Chedorlaomer for twelve years.  In the 13th year they, rebelled.  



In the 14th year, Chedorlaomer and the other kings came and defeated





the Rephaim (giants) in Asteroth-Karnaim 





the Zuaim in Ham





the Emim (giants) in Sheveh-kiriathaim   




all these were north of the Valley of Siddim,



Then they headed south.and defeated 




the Horites in their Mount Seir as far as El-paran (by the wilderness)



Then they turned back and came to En-mishpat (Kadesh) and defeated





the Amalekites and





the Amorites (Hazazon-tamar)



The next offensive would be against the five kings of the Siddim Valley.    v. 8—9 



Four kings against five.

Gen. 14:10—12     The Battle in the Valley of Siddim.



Beware of the tar pits



Kings of Sodom and Gomorrah fled and fell into them



Survivors fled to the hill country




Invaders capture Sodom and Gomorrah




took all their food supply




took Lot and all his possessions




then they left

Gen. 14:13—16    A fugitive from the invasion came to tell Abram, the Hebrew.



Abram’s allies:
his neighbors, Amorites (Mamre, Eschol and Abner)



Abram’s army:
trained men, 318, and went in pursuit, as far as Dan.



Abram’s approach:
divided forces attacked by night






pursued the enemy as far as Hobah, north of Damascus



Abram’s victory
Lot, his possessions, the women and the people were







returned to Sodom 





King of Sodom offered all the spoils, but







Abram would take nothing.  Only God made him rich.






Food and shares for those who went with him to war (v. 24)
Gen. 14:17—24
Encounters in the Valley of Shaveh (the King’s valley)



Melchizedek, king of Salem and priest of God Most High (El Elyon—4 times)



Melchizedek brought bread and wine for Abram. (memorial food) –Lord’s Supper



Melchizedek blessed Abram based on his relationship with God Most High




         blessed God Most High, possessor of heaven and earth








 Who delivered Abram’s enemies to him



Abram paid a tithe (a tenth) to Melchizedek.


Only priests, and not kings, were allowed to offer sacrifices.  Num. 16:40; 18:7



Uzziah, 10th king of Judah, got in serious trouble when he offered a sacrifice.




2 Chron. 26:1, 16—21.


Jesus holds three offices in the church:  Prophet (John 7:40, Matt. 21:10—11)








    Priest  (Heb. 3:1; 5:4—6)







    King  (Rev. 19:16)


Melchizedek is a “type” of Christ: priest and king.  




Melchizedek is the first priest mentioned in Scripture.





He came before the Levitical priests and is greater than they





because Abraham, forefather of the Levites, paid tithes to Melchizedek





while all the tribes paid tithes to the Levites.




Jesus was appointed a priest by the Father,  Heb. 5:1—6  




to offer sacrifice for sins. being made perfect became source of eternal salvation




having neither beginning of days nor end of life, a priest forever.  Heb. 7:3, 17



Levitical priests served only until their death and then another priest served.




as a perpetual priest, Jesus is the guarantee of a better covenant  Heb. 7:22



Jesus, High Priest, is holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners, 





exalted above the heavens   7:26    made perfect forever  7:28




Jesus ministers in the heavenly sanctuary, the mediator of a better covenant 





Heb. 8:1—6
