We do not know how many people lived in Sodom, but we do know that it was a “city”, not a village or town, was divided into “quarters” Gen. 19:4, that people lived in houses (not tents, 19:3),  and was walled (“gate” mentioned in 19:1).  Whatever the total population, 10 would have been a very small percentage!!  Spend a little time and think about the difference between “moral” or “good” and “righteous.” What sets righteousness apart? ____________________________________________
