As we have studied the life of Abraham, we have seen how he grew in his understanding of and trust for the LORD.  The LORD responded to Abraham’s doubt, poor decisions, suggested alternatives, deceit with kings, and need for reassurance by repeating His covenant, progressive revelation about the details, analogies with things Abraham could understand (dust, stars),  demonstrating His faithfulness by cutting covenant, demonstrating His power in the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah, providing victory against Abraham’s enemies, and revealing His plan of salvation by substitutionary atonement at the sacrifice.  Abraham grew in faith and faithfulness and is remembered as the father of Judaism and a friend of God.
