The ram was sacrificed in the place of Isaac (a substitute for him)

Romans 5:8

This sacrifice occurred in Jerusalem (Mt. Moriah on ridge which includes Golgotha).  John 19:17

Isaac was already dead in Abraham’s mind and heart for three days


and was returned to him alive.

Just to follow through on Abraham’s life, read Genesis 25:1—18.  This details Abraham’s children by his wife Keturah.  What is the significance that Abraham gave all that he had to Isaac as an inheritance, but that he gave gifts while he was living to the sons of his concubines (Strong’s #6370)?  The Scripture says that Abraham sent them east of his son Isaac.  We know that Ishmael’s descendants and Keturah’s descendants (which included the Midianites) lived east of Canaan.  

While both Hagar and Keturah have been identified as wives previously, this distinction between the inheritance of Isaac as Abraham’s legitimate heir and his other children is emphasized by demoting the status of Hagar and Keturah below that of Sarah, his wife.
