JEREMIAH:     A  NATION  UNDER  JUDGMENT
Jeremiah was sent by God to the nation of Judah to warn them of coming judgment.  Judah repeatedly fell into idolatry and returned to worship Jehovah, but there was no true national repentance.  Jeremiah would witness the destruction of Jerusalem and the exile of his people to Babylon.  Why had this happened and what was the future for Jerusalem?  God spoke to His people through the prophet Jeremiah to confirm His covenant and the hope His people have in Him.
