Mark 13:1-2


Destruction of the Temple

Jesus and His disciples have spent most of the day on the temple grounds.  Jesus has been confronted by the Jewish religious leaders who are determined to destroy Him.  As they are leaving, one of the disciples makes an observation concerning the temple.  What impressed him? _____________________

The first temple was built by Solomon.  Just to refresh our memory, read 1 Kings 6:1-38;   7:13-21; 8:10-11.   Almost 500 years had passed since the children of Israel had left Egypt.  They had a tabernacle for worship in the wilderness, but when they came into the Promised Land it was moved to several places and eventually it fell into disrepair and much of it was scattered or lost.  Solomon's temple would stand until it was destroyed by the Babylonians in 586 BC.  Seventy years later, as the Jews returned from exile, Zerubabbel supervised rebuilding the temple.  Read through Ezra 3:1-13, 6:14-18.   After the Romans conquered Israel around 60 BC, Herod enhanced the temple to appease the people, and in Jesus' time it was known as Herod's temple.  A chart is attached or easily available for your study.   Look closely at the buildings to which Jesus' disciple referred.
