Free Will?
We have learned from this chapter that everyone is a slave, either to sin or to righteousness.

       Your salvation is up to you.  God has provided a way, a free gift, but you must receive it.

       You are saved when you ask Jesus into your heart.

       If you don't witness or evangelize, someone will never hear the gospel and be robbed of salvation.

       A person who professes to be saved but then falls into unrepentant sin, has lost their salvation.
