As to zeal, a persecutor of the church


As to righteousness which is in the Law, found blameless

Roman citizen; born in Tarsus (north of Israel in Cilicia, on Turkey-Syria border)


Founded in 850 B.C. by Assyrians, a city of considerable importance


Conquered by Alexander and was ruled by Ptolemies; Jews sent there to colonize


After Augustus’ reign, it was renowned as a city of education under early Caesars


Tarsus also was a place of much commerce, with access to both land and sea routes
Benjamin
Youngest son of Jacob; son of Rachael


Tribe settled in Judah near Jerusalem, their inheritance in the Promised Land


Fierce warriors; Gave Israel her first King – Saul


After death of Solomon, Judah and Benjamin formed the core of the southern kingdom


Pharisees
Organized after the return from exile


Dedicated to keeping the Law and living a separate and holy life


They were extremely legalistic and proud; called hypocrites by Jesus


Served with the Sadducees on the Sanhedrin (ruling body of Israel under Rome)


Were priests and rabbis; not of the wealthy and elite aristocracy as were the Sadducees.
