Solomon sought to put Jeroboam to death, but he fled to Egypt.  1 Kings 11:40

After Solomon's death, Jeroboam returned to Israel and pleaded with Rehoboam to lighten the load of the workers.  But,  Rehoboam increased the burden of the laborers.  When he would not listen to the people, the northern tribes revolted under Jeroboam and separated from Judah, never to be reunited.    1 Kings 12

Jeroboam  made the separation both political and religious.
