Last week we learned how the LORD had preserved and strengthened David.  For years David was a fugitive from the jealous anger of Saul, yet David never raised a hand against Saul.  The Philistines defeated Saul's army at Jezreel. Three of Saul's sons were killed and Saul took his own life.  David had been rejected from serving with Achish and the Philistines against Israel, but David was victorious in battle against the Amalekites.  Judah anointed David king.  Much of Israel was occupied by Philistines, and there was civil war between northern Israel and Judah.  As Saul's surviving troops led by Abner fought against David's forces led by Joab, something of a stalemate was reached except that Joab's brother Asahel had pursued Abner who turned and killed him.  Later Joab would take revenge by killing Abner, but David was not pleased.  With Abner dead, Ish-bosheth was vulnerable.  He was assassinated, but his assassins were judged and executed by David.  Israel was without leadership and in significant confusion.  Seven years have passed since David was anointed king over Judah.  As we continue we will see what the northern part of Israel, without their king and without military leadership, will do.
