At this point in our study, a lot has happened in David's life.  He has killed a giant, served Saul as a comforter and warrior, fled from Saul's jealous wrath for years, allied with King Achish of Gath, lived in southern Judah where he gathered an army and lived in the city of Ziklag, defeated the Amalekites, was anointed king over Judah, gained seven wives along the way and had 6 sons and a daughter.  Nothing caused David to raise his hand against Saul, and he would take revenge upon those who would harm Saul.  Upon the death of Saul, his son Ish-bosheth, and his commander Abner, David was anointed king over all Israel. After conquering the city of Jerusalem, David established a military and administrative system for the kingdom, and he reestablished the worship center in Jerusalem by erecting a tent and returning the ark of the covenant.  It was at this point that God made a covenant with David which would be fulfilled in the Messiah, the King who would rule forever.
