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Last week we followed David as he fled from Absalom's attempted coup.  The people in David's life, including family members, were influenced by David's personal life failures and leadership as well as their own tribal identities.  There has been turmoil at home and war east of the Jordan.  David has returned triumphant to Jerusalem, but there is sadness in his heart over the loss of Absalom.  There is still no peace in David's kingdom.  The northern tribes who had followed Absalom were not content with David's return as we will see as we continue.
