7. Look up the history of John with Herod regarding the reprimanding of Herod by John and comment on how specifically he read the riot act to Herod. 
8. Why did Jesus allow John to baptize Him since He was without sin and would personally never sin? 
9. How does the baptism of Jesus apply to your forgiveness of sin?
10. How does the genealogy of Jesus as given by Luke differ from that given by Matthew? Explain to someone why the differences exist and what is the importance of each.
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
