7. Define the difference between eisegesis and exegesis and show how Satan used eisegesis to tempt Jesus in verses 11 and 12.
8. Give some verses when Satan would return to bother Jesus later.
9. Discuss how Satan and his demons can tempt us and how we have scripture verses to support our refusals of the temptations.
10. Outline a typical synagogue worship service and compare with your experience at such.
11. What book did Jesus read from at this service? What is significant about where He stopped reading? 
12. What were the four main application points about the favorable year of the Lord? How are those points similar to the beatitudes?
13. Why did the answer Jesus gave to the people in verses 25-27 anger them so much?
14. Compare the rejection of Jesus at Nazareth in Luke with Matt 13:54-58 and Mark 6:1-6a.
15. Why do the demons know Jesus as the Holy One of God?
16. What is important about Luke telling us the sun was setting in 4:40?
17. How are the reasons for the reactions of the people at Nazareth and at Capernaum similar?
