2. How do the actions of David set a precedent for what may be done on the Sabbath?
3. Do you have any rules about what can or cannot be done on Sunday? Is that a Sabbath day in Christianity?

4. The healing of the withered hand was an act of compassion but the Pharisees where not impressed. What attitude did they have that precluded them from praising Jesus?
5. Why did Jesus choose 12 apostles and not some other number?
6. What is the meaning of the word “apostle”?
7. Luke presents the beatitudes much the same as did Matthew. Discuss how each refers primarily to a spiritual condition rather than physical.

8. How does understanding that the Greek word usually translated “woe” actually means something like “how terrible” as an expression of regret and compassion rather than as a threat change your understanding of verses 24-26?

9. In verses 24-26 the word translated “comfort” is not a blessing. Their judgment is being declared by saying that their account is marked “Paid in ____” that means ….

10. What are the four Greek words that can be translated “love”? Which is meant in verse 27? Elaborate on how Christians can show such love to our enemies.
