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By studying the minor prophets in chronological order, we have seen how God has dealt with His disobedient and idolatrous covenant people.  The northern kingdom of Israel refused to repent, and although God showed them lovingkindness and patience He was true to His word and they were conquered by the savage nation of Assyria and sent into captivity--never to return.  God sent prophets to Assyria as well--through Jonah showing them mercy, and through Nahum warning them of their destruction.  By the time of Habakkuk, Assyria had been defeated, Babylon was growing stronger, and Judah was in decline.  

As we continue, Judah is following the same path of rebellion as her northern sister nation.  God sent prophets to warn Judah, and one of them was Habakkuk.  God's word through him would come during the reigns of the last kings of Judah.
