which was also known as Hezron.    Josh. 15:25; Jer. 48:24, 41


Iscariot means “from Kerioth.”  All the other disciples were from Galilee in northern Judah.


Judas’ home town was known as a place of unbelief.



In Numbers 12:16—13:3, 16 spies were sent out from the wilderness of Paran



where Kerioth is located, and because the people refused to follow Moses after



the spies’ report, this is known as a place of unbelief.
