Observations about other dreamers:


false dreamers will lead people astray
their penalty is death


kings surrounded themselves with magicians, wise men, conjurers, sorcerers





they could not interpret dreams





they could only sometimes mimic God’s plagues and signs


The wise men who worshiped the infant Jesus were warned by God in a dream


Joseph, Jesus’ earthly father, received wisdom from God through dreams


In the last days there will be dreamers


Only God can correctly interpret dreams


the wicked give deceitful counsel; obey only God’s voice

Observations about Joseph:

the LORD was with Joseph

Joseph was severely mistreated by his brothers, yet he served his new master well


Joseph consistently obeyed God


Joseph was falsely accused by Potipher’s wife, yet he accepted the consequences as from God

Joseph’s behavior in jail gave him responsibilities and privileges


Joseph always gave God the glory for his accomplishments


Although Joseph’s wife was the daughter of a pagan priest,



Joseph named his sons giving glory to God


Joseph fulfilled his responsibilities resulting from God’s plan of plenty and famine
