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The development of the concept a supreme being or of god has been studied extensively by many people. This is a letter sent to Christians so the history of that development will be left to other sources. The purpose of this letter is to briefly use Scripture to show what Christians believe concerning God and how Satan works to destroy this concept. Monotheism (belief that there is one god) is held by several religions such as Christianity, Judaism, Islam, Hinduism, Bahai Faith, and Sikhism. Some religions teach that although there is just one god there are many paths to this god and Satan surely fuels this concept. Because of its belief in the Trinity, Christianity has been falsely accused of being polytheistic and this would be another direction Satan could use to divert Christianity from its proper development. Many OT verses attest to the monotheistic belief of Christianity such as: 2 Sam 7:22; 1 Chron 17:20; and Isaiah 37:20, 43:10, 44:6, 45:5, 45:14, 45:21. Christianity teaches one God and that there is only one way to His presence and that is through Jesus Christ:

1Tim 2:5 For there is one God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus,
John 14:6 Jesus said to him, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father, but through Me.
John 17:3 "And this is eternal life, that they may know Thee, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom Thou hast sent.
John 3:3 Jesus answered and said to him, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."

This exclusivity brings about considerable hatred toward Christians that Satan no doubt amplifies. Even the demons know that there is only one God: “You believe that God is one. You do well; the demons also believe, and shudder.” (James 2:19)
Anyone who does not believe that Jesus Christ came in the flesh is not a Christian (1 John 4:2-3). John wrote at a time when the antichrist was already strongly proclaiming spiritual errors in the early church and he continues to spread lies that are humanly very appealing. At the time of Paul there were also many false apostles teaching about different spirits and different gospels (2 Cor 11: 3-4). Paul also warned his readers about Satan disguising himself as an angel of light and his servants disguising themselves as servants of righteousness (2 Cor 11:13-14). The same teachings have been continued since and seem amplified today. 
Polytheism was common during the era that Paul served God as he stated to a crowd in Athens. Notice in verse 23 below that Paul said they actually included a worship of the true God since He was not included in any of the other altars but stated as an unknown God at one altar:
Acts 17:22-23 And Paul stood in the midst of the Areopagus and said, "Men of Athens, I observe that you are very religious in all respects. 23"For while I was passing through and examining the objects of your worship, I also found an altar with this inscription, 'TO AN UNKNOWN GOD.' What therefore you worship in ignorance, this I proclaim to you.

Paul continued his sermon to the people in Athens as he described some aspects of God and the foolishness of idol worship:
Acts 17:24 "The God who made the world and all things in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands; 25neither is He served by human hands, as though He needed anything, since He Himself gives to all life and breath and all things; 26and He made from one, every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having determined their appointed times, and the boundaries of their habitation, 27that they should seek God, if perhaps they might grope for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us; 28for in Him we live and move and exist, as even some of your own poets have said,' For we also are His offspring.' 29"Being then the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like gold or silver or stone, an image formed by the art and thought of man.

1Cor 8:4 Therefore concerning the eating of things sacrificed to idols, we know that there is no such thing as an idol in the world, and that there is no God but one. 5For even if there are so-called gods whether in heaven or on earth, as indeed there are many gods and many lords, 6yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom are all things, and we exist for Him; and one Lord, Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we exist through Him.”
Jesus stated that He and the Father are one: “I and the Father are one.” (John 10:30). The apostle John further elaborated on Jesus being one with God forever: 

John 1:1-3 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being by Him, and apart from Him nothing came into being that has come into being.” 
John 8:58 Jesus said to them, "Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was born, I am."
Stating that Jesus was one with God made the Jews furious since such a concept was blasphemy to them: “For this cause therefore the Jews were seeking all the more to kill Him, because He not only was breaking the Sabbath, but also was calling God His own Father, making Himself equal with God.” (John 5:18)
There are many false teachers in churches today who seek only glory for themselves: “How can you believe, when you receive glory from one another, and you do not seek the glory that is from the one and only God?” (John 5:44) Many people are believing the false doctrines as predicted by John: “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but wanting to have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to their own desires” (2Tim 4:3) Satan has cleverly been twisting doctrine since the beginning of the church age and will continue to do so until Jesus returns. So test the spirits (1 John 4:1) and give honor and glory to God alone:
1Tim 1:17 Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only God, be honor and glory forever and ever. Amen.
Jude 1:25 to the only God our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be glory, majesty, dominion and authority, before all time and now and forever. Amen.
