Review:
At the end of Lesson 9, the flood was over, God’s judgment was complete,



Noah and his family and all the animals were once again on dry land.



Noah built an altar and offered burnt offerings (demonstrating his total 



submission to God), and God fulfilled His promise to make a new covenant



(Gen.6:18) to never again judge the world through a flood and that the



regular natural rhythm of the world would be restored and maintained.



The sign of this everlasting covenant would be the rainbow.  God blessed Noah 


and his sons, gave them meat for food, and told them to multiply and fill the earth.  

The Scriptures this week cover the period from the end of the flood until the birth of Abraham.  Events included are the sin of Noah, the descendants of Noah’s sons, and the tower of Babel.  These verses are not entirely in chronological order and there is some repetition, so read carefully.

Day One
Read through Gen. 9:18-29.  Verses 18-19 are a preamble to chapter 10, so we will


begin our study today with verses 20-27.  Let’s begin with a brief review:

Noah had experienced a unique relationship with God in that He remembered Noah and showed him favor (grace Gen. 8:1-5), He instructed Noah in the means of his salvation from judgment, and God Himself brought it to pass, providing all that Noah, his family and all the animals in the ark would need.  Through Noah, God demonstrated His mercy by instituting a covenant with all living creatures and Noah’s first act was to worship God.  There are some parallels to be drawn between Adam and Noah:

Day Three
Now let’s examine Ham’s sin.  Remember when Adam and Eve sinned, they realized 

they were naked (which speaks of their judgment by God and shame), and God’s act of salvation for them included covering their nakedness.  This covering also acknowledged man’s sinful nature for inappropriate moral behavior which could be tempted by nakedness.  Therefore, looking on someone’s nakedness in either lust or scorn is morally wrong.  Ham’s scorn for his father violates God’s instructions.  How do the following Scriptures apply to this event?

How did Shem and Japheth guard against sin?  __________________________  
When Noah awoke, he knew what had happened.  Since God had blessed Ham, Noah dared not curse him, but Ham’s son Canaan (see Gen. 9:18) would suffer the consequences of Ham’s sin.  See

While judging the individual sin of Noah’s son Ham, future events will see Ham’s descendants as Israel’s most fierce enemies:  Canaanites, Egyptians, Philistines, Assyrians and Babylonians.  Noah’s pronouncement also alludes to the future servitude of Canaan’s descendants to the descendants of Shem.

Noah  blessed Shem and Japheth.  As we continue our study we will see how this blessing played out narrowing God’s blessings to Shem as the Messianic line which is later narrowed through Abraham to Isaac and Jacob.  Japheth’s descendants would include both Greece and Rome.  Japheth’s blessing indicates that his descendants would be drawn to “dwell” with Shem’s line—hence the Gentiles would share in the blessings of Shem as Paul teaches in Galatians. 
Day Four
Read Gen. 9:28-29.This completes the genealogy begun in Gen. 5:32 and humanity



continues under a new covenant with God.  Now read through Chapter 10.

Read Gen. 11:1-9.  This is very familiar history and most of us know about the



Tower of Babel.  What have we already learned about this city from Gen. 10:8-10?

Moses, who wrote Genesis, also wrote Psalm 90.  Refer to verses 9-10.
