Lesson 1

Creation   
Gen. 1:1—2:3
An accurate and comprehensive understanding of the Genesis account of creation has long challenged both casual and serious Bible scholars.  Where did everything come from?  How did everything get started?  Is all this just an “accident” or is there a master plan?  Was there a Big Bang?  Does evolution play any part at all?  Does the Bible give us all the answers or just a peek into the mind and acts of God?  Does science confirm or contradict what we think we know about creation?

These are deep and difficult questions.  Two things are certain:  we will desperately need the guidance of the Holy Spirit for any insight at all, and all our questions will not be answered.  God has not revealed many things to us, yet in these verses we will glimpse His power, majesty, wisdom and purposes.  We want to know what God has for us in these verses, and in our search we will learn to know Him better and love Him more.  

As we begin this study, let us put aside our preunderstandings and look at the clear Word of God.  Insights can be gained from what has been proposed by science, by clarifying definitions, by studying Scriptural and historical context, and by much prayer.  When all else fails, when theories rise and fall, when speculations are refuted, when the mind of man cannot understand, God’s Word stands firm and reliable.
