      Creation, Day Six
      Gen. 1:24—31 
This week we want to look closely at the sixth day of creation.  Read through the following verses.

24 Then God said, "Let the earth bring forth living creatures after their kind: cattle and creeping things and beasts of the earth after their kind"; and it was so.

25 And God made the beasts of the earth after their kind, and the cattle after their kind, and everything that creeps on the ground after its kind; and God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; and let them rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth."

27 And God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.

28 And God blessed them; and God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; and rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky, and over every living thing that moves on the earth."

29 Then God said, "Behold, I have given you every plant yielding seed that is on the surface of all the earth, and every tree which has fruit yielding seed; it shall be food for you;

30 and to every beast of the earth and to every bird of the sky and to every thing that moves on the earth which has life, I have given every green plant for food ";and it was so.

31 And God saw all that He had made, and behold, it was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

Day One

Verses 24—25

This part of creation describes how God brought animals on the earth.  Note the exact language used.

If the earth brought forth living creatures, what would have been necessary on the first day of creation?    Verse 25 says God “made” the creatures.  Why is that different from “created”?

These creatures are described in three categories:  cattle, creeping things, and beasts of the earth.  What would distinguish them from each other?

Creatures
Strong’s #5315

Cattle

Strong’s #929

Creeping thing
   Strong’s #7431

Beast

Remember, when God says “Let” that is not permission but a command.  Therefore, what are the creatures commanded to do?  

In creation, were creatures to cross breed, create new species, and evolve?  

Then why do we have cross breeding now?

Day Two

Verse 26—27 

In verse 26 God declares that man would be made in the image of the Triune God.  Since God is Spirit (John 4:24; Deut. 4:12), and decrees that no “image” of Him is to be worshipped (Deut 4:15—19), what does it mean that man was made “in His image”?

This certainly sets man apart from other “creatures” as we see in Genesis 9:6.

Consider that since God is a triune being, man is then a triune being:  body, soul, spirit 

(1 Thes. 5:23).  God’s triune being is much more complex than man’s.  Although we cannot define the Trinity, we can describe the Trinity:  The Three Persons of the Trinity are:  
identical in essence; identifiable in person; ordered in authority; cooperative in function; united in purpose.

Verse 27 reiterates that God indeed created man in His own image. As we continue through Chapter 2, we will identify ways in which man was created like God to have fellowship with God.  

What pattern for creation had God established that resulted in His creating “man” both male and female?

And so it was in the beginning, but has man continued to be created in God’s image?

Adam and Eve sinned and lost  . . . well, everything (but that comes later).

Abel and Cain were born after the fall (and that, too, comes later).

Seth, from whom all descendants to Noah came and all mankind is descended from Noah, was NOT created in the image of God.  In fact, Seth was born in the likeness and image of fallen, sinful Adam!  Gen. 5:3

So, what does it mean to be born in the image of Adam?  Romans 5:16—19, Eph. 2:1—3 

Day Three

Verse 28

Adam and Eve are given five assignments.  Name them.  Are they the same thing, or are they different in some way?

How are these commands consistent with being “in the image of God”?

What does it mean that they are “king of the world”?  What are kings’ privileges and responsibilities?

Israel had earthly kings.  How did God deal with them?

Deut. 17:14—20 

1 Sam. 8:5—18 

Prov. 8:15—16 

Rom. 13:1—4 

1 Tim. 2:1—2

There is one true king!
Rev. 5:13; 15:3; 19:16

Day Four

Verses 29—30
God provides everything that His creation needs to fulfill His commands.

Remember, there has been no sin and therefore there is no death at this time.  What does God give for food?  For people, for animals.

How long did this provision last?
See Gen. 9:1—4 

There are Christians that interpret the commandment to not murder to include animals.  How do we know that is not a correct interpretation?  What does Paul advise concerning this issue?

Rom. 14:1—4. 

Day Five

Verse 31

In this verse we see that God reviews all that He has made for the entire creation period.  He says it is “very good.”  What is it about God’s creation that was “very good”?

Sin affected not only man but all of creation.  God’s judgment included a curse for the ground (Gen. 3:17).  But, God’s plan from the beginning (actually BEFORE the beginning) was to redeem all that He has made.  With regard to the earth, look up the following verses:

Rom. 8:18—22

Acts 3:19—21 

2 Pet. 3:10—13 

Rev. 21:1—5; 23—27
