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Review
Adam was created in perfect union with God,



supplied with everything that he could possibly need or want,




and given an opportunity through obedience to demonstrate his love for God.



The serpent challenges God’s sovereignty (Satan’s very nature), 




casts doubt, distorts and denies God’s command.



Eve was deceived.  She saw, desired and took (a pattern for sin).



Adam sinned deliberately and incurred the judgment of God.

Human sin entered the world, and God would fulfill His promise that “in the day that you eat from it you shall surely die.”

The extensive nature of sin is more fully revealed throughout Scripture.  Sin has three aspects:  

condition (Eph. 2:1-2); omission (James 4:17); and commission (James 2:10).  Sin, transgression and iniquity all refer to offense against God.

While sin will have lasting and pervasive effects, let’s look at the initial results.  Gen. 3:7-11

Note the following:
Adam and Eve hid and did not seek God. 

God asked, “Where are you?”  When God asks a question, He is not looking for information.


Adam was afraid.  While it is appropriate to be afraid of God because of



His position and power, there is no object of Adam’s fear.  Sin brings fear.

Adam knew that he was naked  (#5903 erom     under God’s judgment).


Adam hid.  Sin brings shame.


These reactions are also evident in Rev. 6:12-17

God’s next questions:  Who told you that you were naked?  





 Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?



Adam’s opportunity to confess and repent!

v. 12
Adam blamed both Eve and God!


v. 13
Eve said that the devil made her do it!

We are individually accountable!
God’s judgments:

v. 14-15     The serpent:

Because you have done this

serpent was not innocent



cursed to never stand upright, indicating his lowly estate among all the animals



enmity would continue between 



all those who would follow him and (demons and “children of wrath”)



all those who would be of the woman (all other humanity)


      The blessing:

would be realized in future generations  “seed”


He (the serpent) would bruise her descendant on the heel



But  her descendant would bruise him on the head (a fatal blow)




Gal. 3:16  “seed” is Christ


v. 15
This is the protoevangeleum =  first gospel



God’s revealed plan for redemption for all who would be in Christ



The gospel immediately followed the first sin and the first need for redemption.
v. 16
The woman


childbirth will be painful 
physical and emotional



desire shall be for (to be over) your husband, and he shall rule over you




This is God’s order of authority, which will be difficult for the woman




God instituted marriage (she was created to be Adam’s helper, 





they are one flesh)



Marriage is to be a picture of Christ and the church.  Eph. 5:22-33


The Trinity Itself is also ordered in authority:  1 Cor. 11:3; John 17:2-3; Phil. 2:8-11


The blessing:
She would be protected from deception (Eve was deceived).




This blessing is more fully defined in Eph. 5:25-29  where husbands are given




Spiritual, physical and emotional responsibility for their wives

v. 17-19   Adam

Eve had no responsibility for Adam’s sin.         Because you have listened to your wife . . . .

Adam himself had disobeyed

               and have eaten from the tree about which I 






   commanded you saying,








 “You shall not eat from it”


Cursed is the ground!  will bring forth thorns and thistles for Adam.



Sin corrupts, contaminates and spreads.  



Satan is disorder/entropy.  The symbol for entropy is S !




The opposite of entropy is order which requires WORK!



Adam must sweat (labor exceeding return) to eat (survive) all his life (no relief).



He will die and return to dust from which he as taken (Gen. 2:7)


Adam died spiritually immediately; physically eventually Gen. 5:5; and mentally progressively






sin corrupts the mind   Rom. 1:28


The source of sinfulness is described in Scripture as a “heart condition.”


Jer. 17:9
The heart is more deceitful than all else and is desperately sick.



Matt. 12:34
The mouth speaks out of that which fills the heart.





(blasphemy and every careless word shall be judged)



Mark 7:21
out of the heart of men proceed the evil thoughts, fornications, thefts . . .



James 1:14-16
 Each one is temped when he is carried away and enticed by his own lust





Lust ( sin( death



Rom. 1:18-23
The wrath of God is revealed against all ungodliness and 



unrighteousness of men who suppress the truth in unrighteousness . . . 



they did not honor Him or give thanks . . . they exchanged 




the glory of the incorruptible God for an image in the form of 




corruptible man 

Consider “holy-days”:    Santa

God gave them over in the lusts of their hearts to impurity that their bodies might be 

dishonored among them . . . 



exchanged the truth of God for a lie and worshiped and served the creature 










rather than the Creator . . .


The blessing.
Death is the earned, deserved and required penalty for all sin.  Rom. 6:23 


If anyone is not to die spiritually, physically, and mentally the debt must be



satisfied in another way—substitutionally.


The substitute cannot be under the requirement himself, and therefore must be without sin.

Sinful man does not seek God (Rom. 3:11), must be dragged to Christ (John 6:44) and has

his mind set on things of the flesh (Rom. 8:5-8).  Sinful man is spiritually dead and must


be regenerated by a unilateral act of God so that he can be saved, believe, obey . . .


This condition of being born physically in the sinful image of Adam (through Seth, Gen. 5:3),


spiritually dead and in need of a Savior, is called “original sin.”  Those who are spiritually 
alive are being conformed to the image of Jesus.  This is referred to as a “federal” system and 


is described in detail on Rom. 5:12-21:
