Day One
Although the word “sin” does not appear in Scripture until Gen. 4:7, this would 

be a good place for us to examine the nature and effects of sin.  Sin is referred to in Scripture as sin or sins, transgression and iniquity.  It is a long and complex study of Scripture to understand the parallels and differences among these words, but a brief description may be helpful at this point.  

There are three aspects of sin:  condition, commission, and omission.  Look up the following verses and identify which of these aspects is described:


Eph. 2:1-2


James 4:17


James 2:10

Read Genesis 3:7-8.  What were the immediate results of sin?

What efforts did Adam and the woman make to cover their guilt and shame?  

What kind of religion is evident from their efforts to “sanctify” themselves?

Day Two
Read Gen. 3:9-13.  What was Adam’s defense for his sin?

What was the woman’s defense for her sin?

Why are their defenses not acceptable to God?
Gen. 3:14-15 detail the serpent’s judgment from God.  We saw last week that the serpent had already been judged for all eternity.  How is this judgment any different?

In this judgment is the protoevangelium.  Define this word and locate the exact verse.

Gen. 3:16 is God’s judgment for the woman.  How does this relate to Eph. 5:22-24?

Day Three  
Today we want to look at God’s judgment for Adam.  Read Gen. 3:17-19.  

God’s judgment was two-fold.  First, what does it mean that God cursed the ground?

God had already told Adam that in the day he disobeyed God’s command he would surely die.  To what extent did Adam die?

Why was it necessary for Adam to die?

Sin may be defined as breaking the law of God, or failing to conform to is, in any 

aspect of life, whether thought, word or deed.  Our understanding of sin is clarified by the following verses:
