Genesis 3-5

Homework

This lesson is about God’s provision.  At this point in our study, Adam and Eve have sinned, they and the serpent have been judged.  Each judgment contained a blessing and a promise of redemption through judgment.

Prior to Adam’s sin, God provided all that man would need and this pattern is followed as

events proceed.

Day One
Read Gen. 3:20-21.  



This is the first demonstration of substitutionary atonement.



In order to provide a covering for man in his sinful condition, God made garments of skin for both of them.  In order to do so, God caused an animal to die in their place.

We know that this was a demonstration of the promise in Gen. 3:15 and only a picture or shadow of the true atonement through the Redeemer to come.  This picture was repeated over and over again for more than 4,000 years awaiting the Promised One, the Messiah.  Note the following Scriptures.

Day Two
Read Gen. 3:22-24  We have studied how God’s plan of redemption for man 

will be accomplished through death.  Yet, Adam was still in the Garden and 

had access to the tree of life.  Had Adam eaten from the tree of life in his sinful condition, there would have been no redemption!  God acted to protect Adam from this outcome by banishing him from the Garden, never to return in his lifetime, and to forbid access by all humanity.
God’s plan for eternal life is through redemption in Jesus.  Note the following Scriptures:

1 Cor. 15:1-4, 55-47

Rom. 5:8-10

John 5:24-25

John 6:48-51
John 17:1-3

Day Three
Gen. 3:24 tells us that God stationed angels, the cherubim (plural), to guard the way to the tree of life.  Let’s see what else Scripture says about cherubim:

Ex. 25:16-22

In the tabernacle
1 Kings 6:23-35
In the Temple

The Bible also describes other angelic beings:

Isa. 6:1-7

Seraphim

From these verses we may conclude that cherubim focus primarily on the holiness of God as violated by sin; seraphim are concerned primarily with uncleanness in the people of God.  But there are also “living creatures” around the throne of God described in the following verses:

Ezek. 1:4-28

Rev. 4:5-9

The tree of life is then protected from all future access by humanity—UNTIL 

Rev. 22:1-2, 14

Day Four
Read Gen. 4:1-15.  In these verses we are introduced to the first generation of 

Adam’s offspring—Cain and Abel.  Although Cain is the first-born, 


let’s look at Abel first.

Verses 2 and 4 tell us about Abel.  Answer the following questions:

What was Abel’s profession?

If he is bringing an offering, what is he doing?

If Abel brought a firstling from his flock, what animal would that be?

Throughout the old testament a lamb was regularly brought as an offering before God, symbolic of a full and final offering to come.  What do we learn from the following?

Rev. 12:10-11

Rev. 22:3-5
Now look at Luke 11:49-51 and Heb. 11:4.    How was Abel a prophet?

Day Five
Today we will study Cain. Read Gen. 4:1-17 and answer the following:



Eve’s excitement concerning his birth could indicate that she expected Cain to be the redeemer promised in Gen. 3:15.  However, God had much to reveal and do before the Redeemer would come some 4,000 years later.  

What was Cain’s profession?

What was his offering?

Why was that not acceptable to God?

See Gen. 3:17 and 21.

What was Cain’s emotional reaction?  

Did God show any mercy to Cain?  How?

What was God’s warning to Cain?

Cain’s anger led to yet another sin.  What was the root of Cain’s anger toward Abel?  See:

2 Cor. 12:19-20


Gal. 5:19-21


James 3:14-16

In verse 9 God asks another question.  Remember He is not looking for information.

Cain then committed another sin.  What was it?  Perhaps we should keep count of Cain’s sins!

God’s judgment of Cain is found in verses 11-12.  Name the two aspects of Cain’s judgment.

Concerning his profession:


Concerning his home:



To understand this more see Gen. 4:16-24

Cain protested his sentence, but is God never unjust to punish sin inappropriately.  Many verses confirm that God punishes “according to their works.”

God did not change His judgment, but showed mercy on Cain protecting his life by a “sign.”

Many people have speculated on what this sign may be—but we just don’t know.

Verse 16 tells us that Cain went out from the presence of the LORD.  This is the ultimate tragedy.  Cain is mentioned elsewhere in Scripture.  Look up the following:

1 John 3:11-12

Jude 1:5, 10-11

How is it evident that even today people follow the way of Cain?
