Read Gen. 6:1—12   As people multiplied on the earth, 6:2 seems to divide humanity into two factions.  How would you delineate the “sons of God” and “daughters of men”.  

Why would it matter that these two groups were intermarrying?

Verse 4 describes the Nephilim.  This is Strong’s #5303 and is often translated “giants”.  
Other giants:



Rephaim.  Gen. 14:5, 15:20; Deut. 2:11, 20-21;   They lived in Canaan in the time of Abraham.


Anakim (sons of Anak) were giants.  Num. 13:28, 31-33 (also mentions Nephilim)

Emim who lived in Moab  Gen. 14:5 and Deut. 2:10

So there seem to have been many “giants.”  
Perhaps the most famous giant is Goliath, who seems to come from a family of giants!

1 Sam. 21:9, 22:10
Goliath’s sword continued to be a part of Israel’s history.

Day Five
Read Gen. 6:5-7, 11-12.  Sin and judgment.  Read the following Scriptures and

Gen. 6:8 is the first use of the word chen, Strong’s 2580,  translated “favor” or “grace.”  This word 
is used 67 times in the O.T. and denotes both God’s grace and gracious acts of one person to another.

In the N.T. the Greek word is charis, Strong’s 5485, used 156 times and speaks almost exclusively 
of God’s grace, favor, lovingkindness.
