Day One
Before we begin with the assigned Scriptures for this week, let’s review briefly 

Genesis 6:5-12.  The wickedness of man’s heart had reached its full potential (verses 5, 11-12) and God’s heart was grieved by the magnitude of their sins.  Notice the contrast!  God then changed the way in which he was dealing with mankind and judgment fell!  Verses 7, 11-12 describe the extent of God’s judgment:  man, animals, creeping things, and birds.  How will God accomplish this? (verse 17) ____________________________________.

In verse 8 is the first use of the word “favor” which also translates grace.  What is the context for grace? _____________________.  Verse 9 tells us that Noah was righteous and blameless.

What is the cause of Noah’s righteousness? __________________  It is essential to note cause and effect and not get them mixed up!  Noah had three sons—remember their names for from them will come all the nations of the world.

Verse 14 gives us the two materials used in construction of the ark.  Finish your homework for today by checking your resources for what you can find out about the nature and availability of these two.
