The value of this exercise is to give an outline of the chapters, and to give us direction as to what is being taught.  Now we can go back for a deeper look!

Day Two
From Chapter 7 we learned that after waiting 7 days, the ark was filled and 

closed, then it rained for 40 days and nights.  All flesh perished, except those in the ark, and the water prevailed on the earth for 150 days.  In 8:1 we read that God “remembered” Noah.  We know God is omniscient, so this was not a cognitive action.  Look at the following verses and make a conclusion as to a valid definition for this word.

Day Three
In Genesis 7:20 we learned that God raised the waters 15 cubits above the 


mountain tops.  That would be 22.5 feet which would allow the ark to clear even the highest ground.  As the waters receded, what was the first evidence? ___________________
From verse 6, Noah’s first action came at the end of 40 days.  In Scripture, 40 days often indicates a period of testing, but it may also signal the beginning of a new period of time characterized by a covenant.  What do we learn from the following verses?
