Jesus’ testimony about John




A prophet is measured by his message.

v. 16-19
This generation’s rejection of the messages of  both John and Jesus




John’s message of repent or be judged
(a dirge)



Jesus’ message of prophetic fulfillment
(a celebration)



Conclusion:  The wisdom of their messages will be borne out by the results.

v. 20-24
Jesus judges those who did not repent—opposition continues to grow

Truth

v. 1-14

The Sabbath conflict

Jesus accused of breaking the law.



The fourth commandment



Strictly followed, including what was added by the Pharisees





Three requirements:  circumcision, Sabbath observance, dietary laws




Sabbath a sign for Israel to the world that they served Jehovah





Ex. 31:16; Ezek. 20:12



Pharisees conspired to destroy Jesus.   v. 14
v. 15-37
The source-of-power conflict

Jesus accused of serving Beelzebub,



a heathen deity believed to be the prince of evil spirits. (Lord of the flies)



Blasphemy against the Holy Spirit is unforgivable.   v. 31-32

Ignorance is no excuse:  Rom. 1:18-20

v. 38-45
Signs for this evil generation



   Jonah lived in northern Israel (Sumeria) around 780 B.C.



He was sent to Ninevah, the capital city of Assyria.




Assyria conquered the northern kingdom in 722 B.C. (60 years later)



   The Queen of Sheba sought the wisdom of Solomon (granted by God)



   This generation will be judged for rejecting the good news of the Messiah.



v. 43-45
This evil generation who have cleaned their house by obeying the law, 




but who reject Jesus, will be in even worse condition than before.
