The parable of the wedding feast for the king’s son       v. 1-14

Luke 14:16-24





      a certain man
    v. 1-8
Those who would not come  




Had already been invited, now being called




Were unwilling and made excuses





Paid no attention and went their way






One was a farmer, another a businessman





Bought land and needed to look at it




Bought five yoke of oxen and need to try them out





Married a wife



Some went away and others mistreated and killed the king’s slaves




The king was enraged and sent his armies to destroy them and their city



Those invited earlier were not worthy

     v. 9-10
Those who would come



     
From the main highways;  from the streets and lanes; into highways, along hedges



Both evil and good
     the poor, crippled, blind and lame



Filled the wedding hall


      Some conclusions:   Those attending were more grateful.





   Those attending were more joyful.





   The occasion became more famous than if the first ones had come.

     v. 11-13
The man without the proper garment




confronted immediately




was speechless    Rom. 3:19




thrown into outer darkness, torment



Understanding the parable:




Those invited first were Israel, but when they were called they would not come




Those invited next were from the mainstream of humanity, Jews and Gentiles




The wedding guests were provided clothes by the king




The man without a wedding garment, therefore, had not been invited by the king




Clothed in the righteousness of Christ





Gal. 3:27; Phil. 3:9; Eph. 5:25-27





Rev. 3:5; 4:4; 7:9, 13-14;  Marriage Supper of the Lamb  Rev. 19:5-14

     v. 14
Many are called (universal call “whosoever believes” . . . without excuse Rom. 1:20)




but few are chosen (specific, redemptive sovereign choice resulting in salvation)




Rom. 8:28-30; Eph 1:4; Psa. 65:4; Acts 13:48; John 15:16; John 1:12-13

Three attempts to trap Jesus

v. 15-40

v. 15-22
Is it right to pay taxes to Caesar?

Luke 20:21-26


Four logical options:
1.  God alone is the authority, 







therefore be separate from the world, monasticism





2.  Caesar alone is the authority.  John 19:15







secularism





3.  Authority is from both, but Caesar is dominant.







Position taken by Pilate who knew Jesus was innocent.






4.  Authority is from both, but God is dominant.







All authority is from God and should be obeyed except






when an earthly authority commands what God forbids







or forbids what God commands  Rom. 13:1-7; Acts 5:29



Answer:  Yes, it is right to pay taxes; it is also necessary to pay God what we owe Him.

v. 23-33
How can rational persons believe in a physical resurrection?
Luke 20:27-40



All are alive to God!   Luke 20:38



Answer:  Yes, there is a resurrection which will transcend what we know now.

v. 34-40
What is the greatest commandment?



Pharisees had added to God’s word—613 commands; 248 positive and 365 negative




v. 37 is from Deut. 6:5
love God with all your heart, soul, mind




v. 39 is from Lev. 19:18
love your neighbor as yourself



(Note that Jesus said we are to love one another as He loves us!  John 13:34-35)



Answer:  All the Law is summarized in loving God and loving our neighbor.

v. 41-46
Jesus’ question for the Pharisees


“What do you think about the Christ, whose son is He?”



Psa. 110 is considered the greatest Messianic Psalm, (See also Psa. 2, 22, 45, 72 . . .)




cited directly or alluded to 27 times in the New Testament.



David confirms that his descendant (the son of David) who will come later is His Lord




and that His Lord (Adonai)  is present with His LORD (Jehovah) 




to rule with the LORD’s blessing.  Phil. 2:9-11



Therefore:  Jesus is both the Son of David (to be born in time)




and the Son of God (eternal)!



Result:  No one dared to challenge Jesus again!

Chapter 23
   False Religion
v. 1-3
They set themselves up as teachers, but do not abide by their own words.

v. 4

They burden others and won’t help them.

v. 5

They make a big show of being religious.

v. 6-7
They love the places of honor and being recognized as teachers.

v. 8-10
They lead people away from Jesus who is the only true Teacher/ Father/Leader.

v. 11-13
The greatest is the servant; the humble will be exalted.

False Teachers and Religious Leaders Condemned
v. 13

They make salvation hard for other people.

v. 14

They take advantage of the weak while pretending piety.  [not in oldest manuscripts]
v. 15

They corrupt converts.

v. 16-22
They trivialize the practice of their religion.   
v. 23-24
They neglect what is truly important.

v. 25-26
They are self-indulgent.

v. 27-28
They are wicked within.

v. 29-36
They murdered God’s prophets.
