1. What do we know about Obadiah and his book? What is some history of Edom? What is the city that is well known? Why was the area almost impenetrable by humans? 

2. Name some items that the United States shares with Edom for a possible judgment from God. Use the following to outline and briefly discuss four things the people of the U.S. should do to possibly stay the judgment: and My people who are called by My name humble themselves and pray and seek My face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, will forgive their sin and will heal their land. (2 Chron 7:14)

3. From verses 10-14, what was the specific sin of Edom? Why do you think Edom rejoiced over the misfortune of Judah? How were the two nations brothers? Why do you think not taking care of family members is especially disliked by God? 

4. In verses 11-14 Obadiah lists seven reasons for the intensification of the sins of Edom. Comment on them as obtained from verses 11, 12, 13, 14. Comment on how we should treat other believers from Eph 5:12 and Gal 6:1. 

5. Obadiah also states that the day of judgement is coming for all nations. Use Matt 24:42 to guide yourself in preparation. From verse 17 briefly discuss three emphases that the church can use to guide us for getting ready for that day.
