Misuse of spiritual gifts

To understand prophecy, we need a good definition.  Prophecy is saying what God says.  It is something declared or predicted by divine inspiration.  It may concern the future (foretelling) or may be instruction or exhortation (forth-telling).  Accepted doctrine is that foretelling was completed at the end of the Apostolic Age with the death of the Apostle John.  This chapter addresses the misuse of the gift of prophecy.  The issue is "glossolalia" and what it means to speak in tongues.  Let's review a bit:
