v. 7-8   Animal sacrifices had three uses:  some of it was burned, some was given to the priests,


and some was returned to be eaten by the one who offered the sacrifice.  When the sacrifice was made to an idol, was it sinful for a believer to eat it?  Gentiles may have been reluctant to eat it because it was part of their former pagan worship; Jews may have refused because of prohibitions about idolatry.

Although idols are nothing and cannot contaminate the meat itself, there is an underlying concern.
