Last week Paul continued to show the Judaizers that they were wrong to impose the burden of the Law on believers, but that salvation came as a gift from God by His grace and through faith.  The central issue had been circumcision, but there would be other problems, then and in the years ahead, concerning obedience to the Law as a rule of life for believers.  Paul used several examples from the life of Abraham to show that he was declared righteous even before God's covenant and the sign of circumcision.  Abraham's descendants through Isaac had received the covenant promises, and the blessing of Abraham, salvation by faith, had come to many nations, including the Gentiles.
