Chapter 34

Judgment against all the nations
This chapter returns to God's judgment on the nations and particularly Edom to represent all who are in opposition to God and His people.  We must remember that these are not just national, cultural, political wars, but spiritual warfare.  As Paul taught, "For our struggle is not against flesh and blood but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of this darkness against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places."  Eph. 6:12  This chapter in Isaiah declares God's judgment against all the nations and their armies.
Reading through these verses, there are some questions we should ask ourselves.

If this is the wrath of God, how grateful should we be that we have been saved from it?
