The gospel written by Matthew serves as a perfect bridge between the Old and New Testaments as Matthew presents Jesus as the fulfillment of prophecy using almost 130 OT quotations and allusions, more than any other NT book.  Matthew emphasizes the teachings of Jesus, is the only gospel to mention the church explicitly (16:18; 18:17) and references the kingdom of heaven 32 times.  Matthew is a reliable guide for developing an authentic Christian worldview.
