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The Commands of Our Lord

“Speak not against the Holy Spirit”

Matt 12:31 “Therefore I say to you, any sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven men, but blasphemy against the Spirit shall not be forgiven.

Matt 12:32 And whoever shall speak a word against the Son of Man, it shall be forgiven him; but whoever shall speak against the Holy Spirit, it shall not be forgiven him, either in this age, or in the age to come.”
These verses have caused a lot of people to wonder if they have committed the unforgivable sin.  However, I think if one is worried about a sin in their life that worry is proof that they have not committed any such sin.  Considering the context of this statement by Jesus reveals that He is referring to people who confuse good and evil.  Such people are such as described by Paul in chapter one of Romans.  The root cause is rejection about the truth of God.  

Rom 1:18 “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness,

Rom 1:19 because that which is known about God is evident within them; for God made it evident to them.

Rom 1:20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse.”
The downward spiral of such thinking leads to a depraved mind as stated by Paul:

Rom 1:28 “And just as they did not see fit to acknowledge God any longer, God gave them over to a depraved mind, to do those things which are not proper,”

I believe this warning is especially applicable to our society today as people make their own definitions of good and evil.  This state of affairs reminds me of what was true long ago also:

Judge 17:6 “In those days there was no king in Israel; every man did what was right in his own eyes.”
There is only one proper king and judge of what is right and what is truth and He is not king over our land.  He is not even king over some of our “churches”.  When we reject the rule of the proper King we are then making our own definitions of right and wrong and we are on the slippery slope described by Paul in Romans 1.  We are then rejecting the command of our Lord to not speak against the Holy Spirit.  As our “churches” decide for themselves how to worship God then they also are in disobedience to this command.  We see the results in Europe where churches are empty.  We see the results in our country when preachers are telling people the truths of Satan rather then the truths of the Holy Spirit such as God wants you to be happy, God wants you to be rich, God wants you to be healthy, God wants you to be successful in the world, etc.  When such lies are told but the origin of them given to the Holy Spirit then they are speaking against the Holy Spirit, they are in direct disobedience of this command, and God may invoke the same ending for them as stated by Paul in Romans 1:28.

Our churches are in a critical state in our country and we need to help bring them back to God even if they decrease in popularity.  After all, if our churches are popular with worldly people then they are not of God.  

I believe the following has already occurred in many churches across our land:

2Tim 4:3 “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but wanting to have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to their own desires;”

Let’s all examine ourselves and make sure that we do not want our ears tickled when we attend “church” and when we are doing our Bible studies.
