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What would motivate God to create all that exists and how is He working out His purposes in creation even today? God’s essential nature is revealed as we attempt to find answers to questions like those. 

God is solitary in His greatness and holiness: Exodus 15:11 "Who is like Thee among the gods, O Lord? Who is like Thee, majestic in holiness, Awesome in praises, working wonders?
God created all that mankind can experience: Gen 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. Below is a Hubble telescope picture taken of what appeared to be an empty part of space according to normal telescopes. Each of the objects is a galaxy so there are thousands of galaxies just in this small part of space each of which contains thousands of stars!
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Before this creation event there was nothing but God Who always existed and Who needed nothing. He was and remains self-satisfied, self-contained, and self-sufficient. If anything at all had been needed by Him before this event, it would also have always existed. Creation added nothing to God for He never changes and nothing about Him can be augmented or diminished: Mal 3:6 "For I, the Lord, do not change; therefore you, O sons of Jacob, are not consumed.

There was no need within God so creation was purely His sovereign act that was not caused by any need but for His own good pleasure. Eph 1:11b who works all things after the counsel of His will. He created only to manifest His glory for He does not gain anything from our worship since His name is blessed above any such worship: Neh 9:5b O may Thy glorious name be blessed And exalted above all blessing and praise! 

Because He has no needs, God is not even served by any actions of His creation:
Acts 17:24-25 "The God who made the world and all things in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands; 25neither is He served by human hands, as though He needed anything, since He Himself gives to all life and breath and all things;
God cannot gain anything from actions of righteous people or be depleted in any way by their sins: 
Job 35:6-7 "If you have sinned, what do you accomplish against Him? And if your transgressions are many, what do you do to Him? 7"If you are righteous, what do you give to Him? Or what does He receive from your hand?
Even the Lord Jesus Christ’s works added nothing to the glory of God as He manifested the glory of God to us by the command of God: John 8:42 Jesus said to them, "If God were your Father, you would love Me; for I proceeded forth and have come from God, for I have not even come on My own initiative, but He sent Me. God is certainly honored and glorified by creation, providence, and redemption but such was not a need of His but an action of His mercy as He made known to His creation His love. 
· 1John 4:16 And we have come to know and have believed the love which God has for us. God is love, and the one who abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him.
· 1John 4:9 By this the love of God was manifested in us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the world so that we might live through Him.
· 1John 3:1 See how great a love the Father has bestowed upon us, that we should be called children of God; and such we are. For this reason the world does not know us, because it did not know Him.
· 1John 4:12 No one has beheld God at any time; if we love one another, God abides in us, and His love is perfected in us.

The purpose of creation by God was to demonstrate His love through His creation of the universe for those people who would be made suitable for interaction with Him by the work of His Son. The creation and the choosing of His people were planned before anything existed and all was done according to the kind intention of His will:
Eph 1:4-6 just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before Him. In love 5He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will, 6to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved.
God’s purpose was made clear upon the incarnation of His Son and the completion of His work:
Eph 2:4-10 But God, being rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, 5even when we were dead in our transgressions, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), 6and raised us up with Him, and seated us with Him in the heavenly places, in Christ Jesus, 7in order that in the ages to come He might show the surpassing riches of His grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 9not as a result of works, that no one should boast. 10For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.
The Creator of everything cannot be searched and found by man for He is spirit and can be revealed only by the Holy Spirit Who causes people to be born again. No unregenerate person can comprehend the things of God. 
· John 4:24 "God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."
· John 3:3 Jesus answered and said to him, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."
· 1Cor 2:14 But a natural man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God; for they are foolishness to him, and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually appraised.
· 2Cor 4:6 For God, who said, "Light shall shine out of darkness," is the One who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ.
We are promised an everlasting kingdom and we remain in His love as we wait for eternal life, which will complete God’s purposes in a creation that will glorify Him forever: 
· James 2:5 Listen, my beloved brethren: did not God choose the poor of this world to be rich in faith and heirs of the kingdom which He promised to those who love Him?
· Jude 1:21 keep yourselves in the love of God, waiting anxiously for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to eternal life.
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
