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[bookmark: _GoBack]The attributes we have examined so far are: solitary, love, light, spirit, trinity, sovereign, mercy, and holiness. Now we will discuss God’s immutable or unchangeable attribute.
· James 1:17 Every good thing bestowed and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation, or shifting shadow.
· Malachi 3:6 "For I, the Lord, do not change; therefore you, O sons of Jacob, are not consumed.
· Numbers 23:19 "God is not a man, that He should lie, Nor a son of man, that He should repent; Has He said, and will He not do it? Or has He spoken, and will He not make it good?
His immutability is assurance to those who are in Christ because God will not change His mind about His mercy on His people:
· Isaiah 54:10 "For the mountains may be removed and the hills may shake, But My lovingkindness will not be removed from you, And My covenant of peace will not be shaken," Says the Lord who has compassion on you.
· Rom 11:29 for the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable.
· Ecc 3:14 I know that everything God does will remain forever; there is nothing to add to it and there is nothing to take from it, for God has so worked that men should fear Him.
However, God will not alter His holiness or His judgment toward those who defy Him:
Ezekiel 8:18 "Therefore, I indeed shall deal in wrath. My eye will have no pity nor shall I spare; and though they cry in My ears with a loud voice, yet I shall not listen to them."
Although everything else becomes old, God never changes:
· Psalm 102:25-27 "Of old Thou didst found the earth; And the heavens are the work of Thy hands. 26"Even they will perish, but Thou dost endure; And all of them will wear out like a garment; Like clothing Thou wilt change them, and they will be changed. 27"But Thou art the same, And Thy years will not come to an end.
· Psalm 33:11 The counsel of the Lord stands forever, The plans of His heart from generation to generation.
· Isaiah 40:28 Do you not know? Have you not heard? The Everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth Does not become weary or tired. His understanding is inscrutable.
We see that Jesus shares that same unchanging nature:
Heb 1:10-12 And, "Thou, Lord, in the beginning didst lay the foundation of the earth, And the heavens are the works of Thy hands; 11They will perish, but Thou remainest; And they all will become old as a garment, 12And as a mantle Thou wilt roll them up; As a garment they will also be changed. But Thou art the same, And Thy years will not come to an end. "
God’s unchanging nature offers comfort and hope to His people:
· Heb 6:17-19 In the same way God, desiring even more to show to the heirs of the promise the unchangeableness of His purpose, interposed with an oath, 18in order that by two unchangeable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie, we may have strong encouragement, we who have fled for refuge in laying hold of the hope set before us. 19This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, a hope both sure and steadfast and one which enters within the veil,
· James 1:17 Every good thing bestowed and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation, or shifting shadow.
Even though heaven and earth may pass away, God’s words will not fail:
· Matt 5:18 "For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall pass away from the Law, until all is accomplished.
· Matt 24:35 "Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words shall not pass away.
People often will change their minds as they get new information about a situation or if they made a mistake in considering information to make a decision.  People also will say one thing and do another. One of my pet peeves is when people tell me they will do something and then they do not do it even though we are clearly commanded in: Matt 5:37 "But let your statement be, 'Yes, yes' or 'No, no'; and anything beyond these is of evil. 

However God can never get new information and He never makes a mistake, so we can rest in knowing that He will not change His mind:
· 1 Sam 15:29 "And also the Glory of Israel will not lie or change His mind; for He is not a man that He should change His mind."
· Heb 7:21 (for they indeed became priests without an oath, but He with an oath through the One who said to Him, "The Lord has sworn And will not change His mind, 'Thou art a priest forever'")
Regardless of what happens God, is unchangeable:
Psalm 119:89-91 Forever, O Lord, Thy word is settled in heaven. 90Thy faithfulness continues throughout all generations; Thou didst establish the earth, and it stands. 91They stand this day according to Thine ordinances, For all things are Thy servants.

Nobody but the Father knows the day when the heaven and earth will pass away and He will not change His mind about that time, so do not waste time with speculations:
· Jer 4:28 "For this the earth shall mourn, And the heavens above be dark, Because I have spoken, I have purposed, And I will not change My mind, nor will I turn from it."
· Matt 24:36 "But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father alone.

So rest knowing that God’s word is true in all of His promises. God is at work today bringing about all He has promised to all those who love Him and are called according to His purposes:
Rom 8:28-30 And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose.  (29)  For those whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among many brethren;  (30)  and these whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He called, He also justified; and these whom He justified, He also glorified.
