I am charged with encouraging God's children away from spending time on matters that do not develop our spiritual nature and toward a life devoted to a better understanding of God and His plan for us here and now. My concern about people becoming too involved with trying to understand the details of creation and/or the details of the end times is that such an involvement keeps us from the necessary self-examination and study needed for us to grow toward holiness. God commands each of His children: because it is written, "You shall be holy, for I am holy." (1 Peter 1:16), and to do so by participating in our own sanctification (Phil 2:12). The Bible is fascinating and full of adventure. Spend your "extra" time studying The Word of God. I pray that the writings on this site help the Family of God to know more about Him and His love for us. It is my love for God and His Family that drives me in this work.
