Saw His star and came to worship Him



Conferred with Herod and told him the time the star appeared

Chapter 3
John the Baptist  
 Luke 1:1-80, Mark 1:1-11


His coming prophesied:  Luke 1:15-16 (Mal. 4:5-6) Matt.3:3 (Mal 3:1, Isa. 40:13)



His message:  Repent for the kingdom of God is at hand!  A demand and a warning.




He who is coming after me is mightier than I . . . A promise.






Repent:  Isa. 55:6-9; Jer. 3:12-15; 1 John 1:9





Bear fruit:  external evidence—Gal. 5:22-24; good works  James 2:17-18



Pharisees:   
Means “Separated”—dedicated to obeying the law





Came into existence during Exile and before Jesus.





Set themselves above pagans and “unclean” Jews




Came primarily from scribes (Lawyers) 



 Sadducees:
Religious party from ranking social positions




Came primarily from priests (Levites)





Did not believe in an afterlife or in angels



Pharisees, Sadducees and other priests made of Sanhedrin, Jewish ruling body
v. 13-17
At His baptism, Jesus was confirmed by the Father and



anointed for ministry by the Holy Spirit.   Acts 10:38  (See John 1:29-36,  Mark 1:1-11)


Jesus’ baptism:
John’s baptism was for repentance.  v. 11

The question is:  
Why did Jesus seek baptism by John?  




He had no need to repent! (explaining John’s reticence)
v. 15
But Jesus answering said to him, “Permit it at this time; 


for in this way it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”  Then he permitted Him.


Two possible understandings or insights:
     1.
Jesus is our High Priest.  Before the high priest could serve in the Holy of Holies


for the Day of Atonement, he had to make offerings for his own sin and be washed 
(baptized) as a sign of cleansing. Ex. 30:17-21; Lev. 16:1-5


Jesus fulfilled all requirements of the Law.  As He began His ministry of teaching,

healing and miracles leading up to His ultimate sacrifice of Himself in the 


heavenly Holy of Holies, he would meet all qualifications of the office of


High Priest. Heb. 8:1-4  Jesus was not a Levite, but of the tribe of Judah; therefore


He was a priest according to the order of Melchizedek (Gen. 14:17-20)


who was a king and a priest.  Heb. 5:5-6, 9-10; 6:19—7:3


So, in this way

baptized by John because He was not a Levite priest





who would have washed in the Temple courtyard


and at this time
because He was beginning His ministry leading to His





atoning work on our behalf in the heavenly Holy of Holies


     2.
Jesus identified himself with us in our humanity, thereby taking on himself the obligation to 

fulfill all righteousness so that he might be a perfect Savior 



and substitute for us through death as pictured in baptism.    Col. 2:9-12


Jesus would baptize with the Holy Spirit and with fire.  Acts 1:4-5, 2:1-4


While John’s baptism was for repentance,  Acts 18:24-26; 19:1-6



Jesus’ initiated baptism for us with the Holy Spirit is for regeneration and salvation.



Rom. 6:3-11; John 17:20-23—in baptism we are identified with Christ!



Ephesians states that we are “in Christ” 27 times!

Jesus’ testing in the wilderness.   


 Luke 4:1-13; Mark 1:12-13
v. 1
tempted      Strong’s 3985 peirazo  (pi-rad’-zo)

to test, examine, search, prove the good quality or value of something

testing will cause its recipients to reveal what they always have been



Satan tests to cause one to sin while 



Pray for strength to resist sin –Prayer in Matt. 6:13



God tests to bring about righteousness   Phil 2:14-15, Rom. 12:2


Our own sinful nature is the source of most of our sins.       James 1:12-15

While we are tempted by our own lusts, Jesus was tempted from an external source:  Satan
“If you are the Son of God . . .”  v. 3, 6       Satan doubts, distorts and denies God’s Word!
